Day1: : Arrival in Nairobi

nearby attractions like the David Sheldrick Wildlife Trust or the Giraffe Centre. In 
the evening, savor a delectable dinner at the hotel’s restaurant, preparing 
yourself for the adventures ahead. 
 

Day2: :Journey to Lake Nakuru 

After a hearty breakfast, depart for Lake Nakuru National Park, renowned for its 
stunning birdlife and diverse wildlife. Upon arrival, check into the Lake Nakuru Sopa 
Lodge, perched on a hill with panoramic views of the park and lake. After settling 
in, embark on an afternoon game drive to witness the park’s famous flamingos, 
rhinos, and other wildlife. Return to the lodge for a relaxing evening, enjoying a 
delicious dinner while gazing at the beautiful sunset over the lake. 
 

Day3: Into the Heart of the Mara

(Alternatively, you can go for a full day game drive) In the afternoon, set out once 
more for a game drive, perhaps witnessing the dramatic river crossings if your visit 
coincides with the Great Migration. End the day with a sumptuous dinner at the 
camp, sharing stories of your safari adventures. 
 

DaY 5: Return to Nairobi 
On your final morning, enjoy a relaxed breakfast at the camp before bidding 
farewell to the Maasai Mara. Begin your journey back to Nairobi, arriving in time 
for your onward travel plans. You’ll be transferred to Jomo Kenyatta International 
Airport (JKIA) for your departure, carrying with you unforgettable memories of 
your Kenyan safari adventure.
